Applicant Information:
SoCore Energy is dedicated to offering its clients the most accessible route
available to solar-generated electricity (PV).  The company seeks to proliferate
the use of solar energy through its Solar Rental Service (SRS), which allows
customers to purchase solar energy from a system installed at their facility
without having to purchase the system outright. In addition, SoCore designs,
finances, manages and implements the installation of solar photovoltaic
systems. A key priority is to enable unprecedented flexibility in the commercial
solar market.

Project Description:
The project involves the installation of 2.02 megawatts of photovoltaic energy
systems on the rooftops of 52 Walgreens stores throughout Ohio. Each store
will host an individual system, offsetting 10 to 20 percent of the store’s annual
electricity demand.  These systems will be installed and maintained exclusively
by Ohio employees throughout the projected 10-year life of the agreement. In
partnership with the University of Toledo Clean and Alternative Energy
Incubator, SoCore also has assisted in the development of a unique and
flexible photovoltaic mounting solution that has proven successful in
installations across the region and nation.  In terms of the financing structure,
SoCore installs, owns and operates the photovoltaic systems on their host
customers’ rooftops.  SoCore then bills the customer on a monthly basis for
the use of the energy-producing equipment.

A key component of Ohio’s
program to create new jobs
and encourage economic
development, the $150
million Advanced Energy
Job Stimulus Program is
designed to support new
technology projects on a fast
track toward commercialization.
As part of the $1.57 billion job
stimulus package signed into
law in June 2008, the goal of
the program is to employ Ohio
workers in the advanced
energy jobs of the future. The
$150 million advanced energy
funding (over three years)
seeks to increase the
development, production
and use of advanced energy
technologies in the state, and
is divided into two parts:

• $66 million for clean coal
technology projects
administered through
OAQDA’s Ohio Coal
Development Office (OCDO)
(reviewed by staff, outside
reviewers and the  Technical
Advisory Committee and
approved by OAQDA); and

• $84 million for non-coal-
related projects in three $28
million annual appropriations
administered by OAQDA
(reviewed by staff and
outside reviewers, the
Development Finance
Advisory Council, approved
by OAQDA and brought
before Controlling Board for
final approval).
